- STATUTE-

(a) There is hereby established in the Treasury of the United
States a special fund to be known as the "United States Trustee
System Fund" (hereinafter in this section referred to as the
"Fund"). Monies in the Fund shall be available to the Attorney
General without fiscal year limtation in such anounts as may be
specified in appropriations Acts for the follow ng purposes in
connection with the operations of United States trustees -

(1) salaries and rel ated enpl oyee benefits;

(2) travel and transportation;

(3) rental of space;

(4) conmunication, utilities, and m scel | aneous conput er
char ges;

(5) security investigations and audits;

(6) supplies, books, and other nmaterials for |egal research;

(7) furniture and equi prent;

(8) m scellaneous services, including those obtained by
contract; and

(9) printing.

(b) For the purpose of recovering the cost of services of the
United States Trustee System there shall be deposited as
of fsetting collections to the appropriation "United States Trustee
System Fund”, to remain available until expended, the follow ng -
(1) (A) 40.46 percent of the fees collected under section
1930(a) (1) (A ; and
(B) 28.33 percent of the fees collected under section
1930(a) (1) (B);
(2) 55 percent of the fees collected under section 1930(a)(3)
of this title;
(3) one-half of the fees collected under section 1930(a)(4) of
this title;
(4) one-half of the fees collected under section 1930(a)(5) of
this title;
(5) 100 percent of the fees collected under section 1930(a)(6)
of this title;
(6) three-fourths of the fees collected under the |ast sentence
of section 1930(a) of this title;
(7) the conpensation of trustees received under section 330(d)
of title 11 by the clerks of the bankruptcy courts;
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(8) excess fees collected under section 586(e)(2) of this
title,;

(9) interest earned on Fund investnent; and

(10) fines inposed under section 110(l) of title 11, United
St at es Code.

(c) Amounts in the Fund which are not currently needed for the
pur poses specified in subsection (a) shall be kept on deposit or
invested in obligations of, or guaranteed by, the United States.

(d) The Attorney Ceneral shall transmt to the Congress, not
| ater than 120 days after the end of each fiscal year, a detailed
report on the anounts deposited in the Fund and a descri ption of
expendi tures nade under this section.

(e) There are authorized to be appropriated to the Fund for any
fiscal year such sunms as may be necessary to suppl enent anounts
deposited under subsection (b) for the purposes specified in
subsection (a).

(a) Rules. - The Attorney Ceneral shall, within a reasonable tine
after the effective date of this section, issue rules requiring
uniformforns for (and fromtine to tine thereafter to
appropriately nodi fy and approve) -

(1) final reports by trustees in cases under chapters 7, 12,
and 13 of title 11; and

(2) periodic reports by debtors in possession or trustees in
cases under chapter 11 of title 11.

(b) Reports. - Each report referred to in subsection (a) shall be
designed (and the requirenents as to place and nmanner of filing
shall be established) so as to facilitate conpilation of data and
maxi mum possi bl e access of the public, both by physical inspection
at one or nore central filing |locations, and by el ectronic access
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t hrough the Internet or other appropriate nedia.

(c) Required Information. - The information required to be filed
in the reports referred to in subsection (b) shall be that which is
in the best interests of debtors and creditors, and in the public
interest in reasonable and adequate information to evaluate the
efficiency and practicality of the Federal bankruptcy system 1In
I ssuing rules proposing the forns referred to in subsection (a),
the Attorney General shall strike the best achievable practica
bal ance between -

(1) the reasonabl e needs of the public for information about

t he operational results of the Federal bankruptcy system

(2) econony, sinplicity, and | ack of undue burden on persons
with a duty to file reports; and
(3) appropriate privacy concerns and saf eguards.

(d) Final Reports. - The uniformforns for final reports required
under subsection (a) for use by trustees under chapters 7, 12, and
13 of title 11 shall, in addition to such other matters as are

required by law or as the Attorney General in the discretion of the
Attorney General shall propose, include with respect to a case
under such title -

(1) information about the length of tinme the case was pendi ng;

(2) assets abandoned,;

(3) assets exenpted;

(4) receipts and di sbursenments of the estate;

(5) expenses of adm nistration, including for use under section
707(b), actual costs of adm nistering cases under chapter 13 of
title 11;

(6) clains asserted;

(7) clains allowed; and

(8) distributions to claimants and clai ns di scharged wi t hout
paynent,

i n each case by appropriate category and, in cases under chapters
12 and 13 of title 11, date of confirmation of the plan, each
nodi fication thereto, and defaults by the debtor in perfornance
under the plan.

(e) Periodic Reports. - The uniformforns for periodic reports
requi red under subsection (a) for use by trustees or debtors in
possessi on under chapter 11 of title 11 shall, in addition to such

other matters as are required by law or as the Attorney Ceneral in
the discretion of the Attorney General shall propose, include -

(1) information about the industry classification, published by
t he Department of Commerce, for the businesses conducted by the
debt or;

(2) length of tine the case has been pendi ng;

(3) nunber of full-time enpl oyees as of the date of the order
for relief and at the end of each reporting period since the case
was fil ed;

(4) cash receipts, cash disbursenents and profitability of the
debtor for the nost recent period and cunul atively since the date
of the order for relief;
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(5) conpliance with title 11, whether or not tax returns and
tax paynents since the date of the order for relief have been

timely filed and made;

(6) all professional fees approved by the court in the case for
t he nost recent period and cunmul atively since the date of the
order for relief (separately reported, for the professional fees
incurred by or on behalf of the debtor, between those that woul d
have been incurred absent a bankruptcy case and those not); and
(7) plans of reorganization filed and confirmed and, wth

respect thereto, by class, the recoveries of the hol ders,

expressed in aggregate dollar values and, in the case of clains,

as a percentage of total clains of the class all owed.
